Boomer Underwater and Start/Turn Camp 

• On each day of camp we focus on Boomer’s theories of working with the water in underwater swimming, starts 
and turns.   

• We will focus on efficiency, not sheer power, and conserving energy by increasing efficiency.  
• We will teach how to generate speed off the wall by reshaping the body.  We will work on proper balance in the 

water, swimming long and generating power with the hips and torso - correct undulation. 

• We highly recommend that swimmers attend two Boomer camp days, although one day is better than none!!

        We believe in the principles that Bill Boomer adheres to in this new direction of swimming.  If Olympic and Division I 
coaches invite Bill Boomer to their campuses for his expertise, then this is something that the rest of us ought to pay 
attention to.

Bruce Miller, has over 46 years of aquatic experience, helping swimmers achieve National Qualifying times.  He 
has over two dozen swimmers at all collegiate levels.

This past season, Rosary High School’s Mackenzie Powers captured the IHSA state 
crown in butterfly competition as a junior. All have attended Miller Aquatics camps and have studied with Bruce. Bruce 
has 30 years of high school teaching and coaching experience as well as attending Boomer seminars and observations.  
He has also consulted with coaches at Stanford, Arizona State University, and  with Coach Jim Richardson at the 
University of Michigan.
